___Stewardship: includes work days, preserve monitoring, natural resource inventory, help research and develop management plans for conservation lands.


___Trails: help Conservation Commission, Friends & DEP maintain existing trails  in town, develop/expand trails network to create neighborhood links and long-distance hiking opportunities, (possible BlueBlazed trail status for Eightmile River Trail), identify & map existing town trails, create brochure with maps and uses, for town-wide distribution. 
 
___Communications: help with newsletter articles, layout & editor, submissions to townwide magazine 4Xyearly, 


___Publicity: email notices and press releases, for events and fundraising, also sandwich boards, flyers. 

___Membership: help with mailings and other efforts to expand membership base.

___Events: chairmen/helpers for various yearly/seasonal events; leaders/ideas for walks, workshops & fundraisers, help with individual events, including set-up, "meet & greet", clean-up, refreshments; help with long-range planning seasonal calendar of activities..
